Violence Aga ins t W o m e n a n d 
girls is the world 's mos t per­
vasive h u m a n r ights v io la ­
t ion . A n d the v io la t ion most 
often ignored. Every mo­
ment of every day, w o m e n 
and girls a r o u n d the wor ld 
are subjected to violence. 

W o m e n i n A s i a a n d 
the Midd le Eas t are k i l l e d i n 
the name of honour . G i r l s i n 
West Afr ica undergo geni tal 
mu t i l a t i on i n the name of 
c u s t o m . M i g r a n t a n d 
refugee w o m e n i n wes tern 

Europe are a t tacked for not 
accept ing the socia l norms of 
their host communi ty . Y o u n g 
gir ls i n s o u t h e r n A f r i c a are 
raped and infected w i th H I V / 
A I D s because the perpetrators 
believe that sex w i th vi rgins 
w i l l cure them of their disease. 
A n d i n the r ichest , most devel­
oped countr ies of the wor ld , 
women are battered to death 
by their par tners . 

M a n y face horr i fying s i ­
lence once the violence has 
ended . Pol ice , j udges , a n d 
other government officials have 
a clear obl igat ion to do every­
th ing they can to prevent s u c h 
violence. B u t a l l too often, 
women are denied the protec­
t ion they deserve. A n d the 
cr imes are tolerated or even 

condoned. 
However , there is 

hope . Together , we can 
make a difference. It starts 
by recognizing that violence 
against women is a global 
h u m a n r ights cr is is - a cr is is 
that affects u s a l l . Together 
we can break the si lence sur­
r o u n d i n g th i s c r i s i s - the 
s i l ence tha t confronts so 
m a n y w o m e n and girls when 
they seek jus t ice , safety, and 
rehabi l i ta t ion .
